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China Cal Plans Massive Screenings of Newborns in Qujing Prefecture.    China Cal director, Robert Detrano, met with Health Department officials in Qujing Prefecture in April to plan a massive heart screening and research program for all newborns in that prefecture.  Children found to have congenital heart disease would be referred into the recently established Chinese New Rural Major Medical Health Insurance Program for children (see below) which will cover a high percentage of costs for this type of surgery.

[image: ][image: ]China Establishes New Health Insurance for Kids with Heart Disease.  The Chinese Ministry of Health is starting a new health insurance program that covers 80% of the cost of surgical and non-surgical cures for children with many types of congenital heart disease.  The program is already being used in many provinces and is being tried in several counties of Yunnan Province.  The mission of the China California Heart Watch is to create awareness of problems like that of congenital heart disease and to encourage the Chinese government to take steps to solve these problems.  We appreciate the vision of the Ministry of Health in recognizing the importance of addressing heart disease among poor rural children.
China Cal Trains 500 Village Doctors in Lincang Prefecture. In April 2011, China Cal sponsored its most successful village doctor hypertension training seminar in Lincang Prefecture, Yunnan Province.  Over 500 village doctors attended the three seminars, where China Cal and Kunming Medical College faculty volunteers taught them how to diagnose and treat hypertension according to the Chinese national guidelines.  The faculty administered exams both before and after the two-day seminars, and saw exam scores increase by 33%.

Village doctors in Lincang take examination.
)The teaching method for village doctors (who have three months of medical training after high school), known as “participatory workshop learning”, consists of short lectures on a specific topic followed by a presentation of a clinical case.   This is in the form of a skit with one student playing doctor and one playing patient.  The students are then broken into small groups.  Teachers circulate among the groups of village doctors, who spend 30 to 45 minutes discussing the case and writing their thoughts out.
