In December, China Cal research fellow Jie Huang MD of Fudan University and co-authors published a research report on high blood pressure among Yunnan farmers in the American Journal of Hypertension.  Dr. Huang found that farmers who live farther from town centers tend to have lower blood pressure. This year, Dr. Huang has submitted a second report on atherosclerosis in northern and southern China to the American Journal of Cardiology. In addition, medical students Sandy Liu (George Washington School of Medicine) and Stephen Yang (University of Miami) and co-authors have submitted a report on high blood pressure in Yunnan minority groups to the American Journal of Hypertension.
